•	 After an overtime win vs. Seton Hall in 
its season opener over the weekend, 
Loyola travels to Richmond, Va., for its 
first road game of the season at VCU on 
Thursday night.

•	 So. F Sarah Bayer (Offensive Player 
of the Week) and Sr. M Hannah Hoefs 
(Midfielder of the Week) were each 
honored by the Patriot League on Mon-
day. Both received their second-career 
weekly awards.

•	 Joe Mallia begins his second stint 
as Loyola head coach this fall after 

previously leading the program from 
1998-2004. The all-time winningest 
coach in team history, he is 88-45-8 at 
Loyola following Sunday’s victory. Mallia 
won conference championships in five 
of seven seasons during his first tenure 
as head coach.

•	 The Greyhounds were projected to fin-
ish seventh out of 10 teams in the 2019 
Preseason Patriot League poll. Loyola 
is looking for its first playoff appear-
ance since reaching the Patriot League 
semifinals in 2015.

•	 Sarah Bayer’s first goal of 2019 was 
a memorable one, as she fired in the 
game-winner 5:49 into overtime to lift 
Loyola to a 2-1 home victory over Seton 
Hall on Sunday.

•	 So. M Ariel Tillman had the prima-
ry assist on the winning tally, as she 
maneuvered around two defenders and 
found Bayer on the left side of goal. 
Bayer than spun around a defender of 
her own before sending a low shot into 

the right-hand corner.
•	 Hannah Hoefs added a goal and an as-

sist for the Greyhounds, tying the score 
on a curling free kick from 22 yards 
out in the 39th minute. She has totaled 
three goals and three assists in Loyola’s 
last three games dating back to 2018.

•	 Tillman’s assist was the first point of her 
collegiate career.

•	 Sr. GK Lily Andres made three saves to 
earn her first win since Oct. 29, 2016.

•	 This will be the third meeting between the two teams, with VCU earning 3-0 victories 

during the 2008 and 2009 seasons.
•	 Loyola takes on an Atlantic 10 opponent for the first time since a Sept. 7, 2014 home 

matchup against Saint Joseph’s (L, 1-0).
•	 Loyola’s last win over an A-10 team was a 3-2, double overtime victory over Saint 

Joseph’s on Sept. 16, 2012.

About The Rams	
•	 VCU topped Longwood (5-1) and High Point (1-0) in a pair of road contests to begin 

the 2019 season. So. F Idelys Vazquez scored twice in Sunday’s win at Longwood, 
while R-Jr. M Emma Kershner provided the game-winner at High Point last Thursday.

•	 The Rams went 16-4 (9-1) last season, ranking second out of 14 schools in the Atlantic 
10 regular season standings.

•	 VCU has advanced to the A-10 championship game in each of the last two seasons, 
falling 5-1 to Saint Louis in 2018 and suffering a 1-0 setback to La Salle in 2017.

•	 VCU won its final eight home games to conclude the 2018 season (8-1 overall).

 
Hoefs, Bayer Continue Offensive Production	
•	 Sr. M Hannah Hoefs (6 G, 4 A) and So. F Sarah Bayer (4 G, 1 A) accounted for over half 

of Loyola’s 18 goals in 2018, and the duo were responsible for both Greyhound strikes 
in Sunday’s win over Seton Halll. Hoefs ranked tied for third in the Patriot League in 
both goals and points (16) at the conclusion of last year’s regular season.

 
Tillman Impressive Off the Bench	
•	 So. M Ariel Tillman was an active contributor to Loyola’s attack throughout Sunday’s 

victory. In addition to her game-winning assist, she came within inches of her first 
collegiate goal midway through the second half. Tillman’s 74th minute strike was 
deflected off the post by Seton Hall GK Harpa Johannsdottir, bouncing back in front 
before ultimately landing in the goalkeeper’s arms.

•	 Tillman’s two shots on Sunday matched a career high.

 
Greyhound Debuts	
•	 Two Loyola freshmen made their collegiate debuts over the weekend, with Lea Krist-

jánsdóttir and Arín Sigfúsdóttir each contributing to the Greyhounds’ season-open-
ing victory. Kristjánsdóttir was the lone newcomer to crack the Starting XI on Sunday.

 
Promising Start vs. St. Francis	
•	 Loyola needed only 1:50 to get on the scoreboard during its home opener vs. St. 

Francis last Thursday which was ultimately cancelled due to lightning. So. M Sarah 
Mirr scored the goal, as she directed a rebound into the back of the net after Hannah 
Hoefs’ initial effort was blocked.

•	 The Greyhounds led 8-3 in shots, and they held a 5-2 edge in shots on goal.
•	 Making her first start since Oct. 29, 2016 at Holy Cross, Sr. GK Lily Andres made a pair 

of saves in 37:01 minutes of game action to keep St. Francis off the scoreboard.

 
Mallia Back in Baltimore	
•	 This is new head coach Joe Mallia’s 12th season associated with Loyola women’s 

soccer. He was an assistant from 1994-97, helping the program claim two MAAC titles 
during that span, prior to taking over the head role from 1998-2004 and winning five 
more conference championships. 

•	 Prior to rejoining Loyola, Mallia was an assistant at UCLA (2005-06), Tennessee (2012-
15) and Navy (2016-18), and he served as head coach at Loyola Marymount (2007-11).

2019 Captains	
•	 Sr. M Maddie Hart and Gr. M Kate Reese will serve as Loyola’s team captains for the 

2019 season.
•	 Hart has earned starts in 41 of her 45 career collegiate appearances, while Reese was 

one of nine Greyhounds to appear in all 17 games last season in a reserve midfield role.
